A young boy — Jurek aka “Eagle” — is
delivering field post. In 41 Wilcza Street, by one of the barricades he meets Andrzej aka “Falcon,”
who asks him to deliver a letter to 61 Mokotowska Street. Unfortunately, Jurek is injured in a
bombing that ensues. Andrzej rushes to help him. Grandpa explains to the kids that this was the one
letter that he never delivered. The two of them decide to take matters in their own hands and deliver
the undelivered letter now. They find the right address, where they meet an elderly lady called
Wanda. She turns out to be the sister of the young man who had saved their Grandpa. The former
“Zawisza” scout is very proud of his grandchildren.
